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Uniform Policy

UNIFORM GUIDELINES

RATIONALE

The community expects that schools will insist on sensible standards of clothing, good grooming and personal cleanliness and the Department of Education and Communities requires students to conform with acceptable minimum standards of dress.  The wearing of a school uniform makes a valuable contribution towards fulfilling these expectations and requirements.  In addition, school uniforms foster pride in the school and assist in the development and maintenance of tone and good conduct, and reduce to a minimum undesirable distinctions because of clothing, between children in the same school.  By providing identification, school uniforms also help to increase security of children travelling to and from school.

An approach to school uniforms which develops in students an understanding of the importance of personal neatness, appearance, presentation and self-discipline is an important learning experience for all students who will one day enter the work place where such attributes are highly valued.

POLICY

The Department of Education and Communities supports the wearing of school uniforms.

Principals will involve the school community in decisions about school uniforms.  Where the school community supports the wearing of school uniforms, Principals will advise parents at the time of enrolment, and ascertain whether they will support this decision.  The Principal will then advise parents when their children are not abiding by their wishes in this matter.  To assist families in need, schools should organise facilities such as clothing pools.

MINIMUM STANDARDS OF DRESS

Apart from the question of school uniforms, the setting of sensible standard of dress, good grooming and personal cleanliness is especially important when students are participating in excursions or otherwise representing their school.  Community expectations with regard to student dress include the need for modesty and absence of offensive slogans or words on clothing or belongings.

It is the responsibility of the Principal, in consultation with the community, to determine acceptable minimum standards of dress and grooming and to ensure that this information is conveyed to parents and students.  Parents will be made aware, that failure to meet these general standards, may prevent students from participating in excursions, sport visits and other representative events.

HORNSBY HEIGHTS PUBLIC SCHOOL UNIFORM POLICY

The School community has decided that Hornsby Heights Public School is a uniform school.

The decision is supported by the majority of parents and students, demonstrated by the wearing of the agreed school uniform.

SCHOOL UNIFORM

1 No student will be disadvantaged in regard to school uniform because of his/her family’s financial difficulties.  Parents experiencing difficulties are encouraged to speak in confidence with the Principal.  Good quality clothing at reasonable prices is available from the Uniform Shop run by the P&C.

2 Students are to refrain from wearing jewellery which could be unsafe to themselves and others (eg earrings other than sleepers or studs. bracelets with sharp charms, neck cords or chains) or jewellery which is valuable and could be stolen or lost.  Explanations will be given at school assemblies.

3 The wearing of the school hat for sun protection out of doors is encouraged but must be removed indoors.

4 Variations to the wearing of a uniform due to continuing health problems (eg allergies or skin irritations) should be communicated to the Principal in writing.

5 Recognition for cultural diversity will be addressed on enrolment.

6 If students need to vary the school uniform for a short period because of problems with their uniform, or for any other reason, parents are requested to send a written explanation to the class teacher.

7 Parents of students who continually do not wear the uniform without the agreement of the school, will be advised in writing of the uniform requirements and/or via parent school interviews.

8 Parents may approach the Principal if they have concerns of any kind regarding the uniform.   
Uniform Shop

Through the School Uniform Committee the school operates a Uniform Shop which carries the complete range of new and second hand uniforms including sports uniforms and winter fleecy tracksuits. Also available are school backpacks, library bags, hats, socks, underwear, pin-on school badges and nametapes made to order.

 The uniform shop is currently open on Friday morning from approximately 8.40 am to approximately 9.15 pm. This is subject to change.
